Of tremendous value to me, as the one who downloads the MARC records for  NetLibrary books at my library, was the opportunity to discuss our requirements with Ebsco while hearing of their plans for NetLibrary.  I only wish there had been more time available for that particular presentation, as we had quite a few questions for the presenter and his colleagues.
