Lyrasis Group Discounts project:  MTSU’s Mary Ellen Pozzebon, chair of the TLA Electronic Resources Mgt Roundtable, organized a meeting of organizations and libraries interested in increasing consortial purchasing in the state on March 4th.  The result of that meeting is a project in which Mary Ellen (representing TBR libraries), Theresa Liedtka of UT Chattanooga (representing UT libraries) and I (representing everyone else) worked with Solinet/Lyrasis to gather information on current subscriptions and publicize and organize new group discounts negotiated by Lyrasis.  Most if not all of these purchases will be invoiced by Tenn-Share.  Many discounts are available now, for which invoicing will be done after July 1.  However, several of the “big” vendors, which we hoped would provide meaningful discounts, have not yet gotten proposals to Lyrasis or have declined to participate in consortial discounts.
Lyrasis has offered to help us publicize the new purchase groups through email or mailed flyers.  I propose we take advantage of this offer.
