Phase Two is well underway, with discounted pricing on many databases announced this week.  What is needed in the next month or two is publicity.  Please talk the discounts up wherever you go and encourage libraries to participate!  They have to know that it’s worth their time to investigate the offers.
Other group purchases:

MathSciNet:  I divide up the pricing for the group of 13 libraries, but MathSciNet bills direct.  The total cost was $54.462.00.
Oxford University Press: Eight libraries, some with multiple databases.  Total to vendor: $17,376.00.  T-S surcharge:  $320.44
Testing & Education Resource Center:  Eleven libraries.  Total to vendor: $17,848.00  T-S surcharge: $328.38
STAT!Ref Anatomy TV:  Thirteen libraries.  Total to vendor:  $14,671.82  T-S surcharge: $298.46.
Blackwell Synergy:  This subscription was supposed to fold into a joint Wiley/Blackwell deal for 2010, but the contract could not be negotiated in time and they extended our existing contracts one more year. Angela Gregory and Rachel Sommer at UTK are already working on the contract for 2011.  It will probably take that long to get it done.  Other consortia have communicated on the ICOLC listserv that these kinds of problems with Wiley are not uncommon.  The Synergy purchase is not finalized yet, but the surcharge will bring in approximately $1,300-$1,500.
Wiley InterScience:  This purchase is renewing as well.  It has always been priced and invoiced directly from Wiley.
Upcoming group purchases/renewals include STAT!Ref Medical, WorldCat, and all the TCPP Phase Two databases.

Other activities:
Six roughly bi-weekly issues of Tenn-Share Database News & Offers were sent out.

I attended the Charleston Conference on November 5-7.
