Report to the TENN-SHARE Board

Electronic Resources:

Phase Two of the Tennessee Consortial Purchase Project (TCPP) is continuing, with several new subscriptions underway.  As most of these are billed July 1, they are not finalized yet.   The subscriptions that we pay Lyrasis for that have been invoiced already are as follows:

netLibrary 9th:  $42,315.27 to vendor; $663.18 Tenn-Share surcharge  

LexisNexis:       $166,795.00 to vendor; $2,036.01 Tenn-Share surcharge

Our 2010 WorldCat renewal was smooth sailing.  No one dropped out and we added 4 new subscribers for a total of 62 libraries (our largest group).

TCPP/Lyrasis/TSERC:
As we have gained more experience working with Lyrasis and with our new TSERC (Tenn-Share Electronic Resources Committee) structure, we have come to realize that although Lyrasis can give us significant discounts with some products that they handle exclusively, such as netLibrary Shared Collections and LexisNexis Academic, the negotiations with other vendors are generally not saving me any time and do not seem to be securing better pricing over what I or members of TSERC can negotiate.  Therefore, we are moving ahead with Lyrasis on the subscriptions we have taken orders for in this phase, but in the future we will be much more selective in choosing products to work with them on.  
TSERC is established with the majority of the work happening in the library-type subcommittees.  A special library representative has been appointed and has gathered a sub-committee to begin work on their issues.  Thank you Michael Lindsay at UT-GSM Preston Library.  Phase Three will begin in the fall with the goal of collecting subscriptions for a Jan 1 start date.
