Policy for determining if libraries are separate entities for the purposes of Tenn-Share membership and electronic resource subscriptions.
Background:

For some of our libraries, especially in the Special library category, it is not clear if the libraries in separate locations are separate entities or part of the same organization.  The most pressing issue regards hospital libraries, whose parent hospitals have been bought by the same company.  Are the libraries still separate or not?  This question can also apply to some academic departmental libraries, such as the UT Space Institute.

For libraries in physically separate locations to be considered on entity they must meet ALL of the following three criteria:

1. The libraries are owned/administered by the same parent organization.

2. The parent organization appropriates a single, central budget for all the locations, which is divided and administered by library personnel.  The dues for the single entity will be based on this budget, plus personnel costs.
3. Technology support for all the locations is centralized; one person/office handles electronic resource administration for all locations.
